The touristic interpretation fills or can fill, the "empty spaces" that the less specialized tourist
offer doesn't propose, allowing a better perception of the place and his human ambience.

11.Metodologias de ensino (avaliagcéo incluida)

A disciplina organiza-se a partir da articulacéo entre aulas teoricas, teérico-praticas e praticas.
As aulas tedricas funcionam de forma expositiva, com apoio audiovisual, devendo ser
encaradas como um elemento de reflexao, critica e aprofundamento teérico.

aproveitamento da experiéncia dos préprios alunos, analise de objectos reais, como obras de
arte, visitas técnicas, podendo ser encaradas como um elemento de reflexdo e
aprofundamento tedrico.

12.Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The class organizes in the articulation of theoretical, theoretical-practical and practical lessons.
The theoretical lessons follow the expository form, with audiovisual support, and should be
faced as an element of reflection, criticism and theoretical deepening.

The evaluation method inserts in the actual system of continuous evaluation, where the
presence and participation in class are fundamental. Theoretical lessons are based on
PowerPoint slides presentation. Theoretical-practical lessons will be geared up by the didactic
units presented during the theoretical lessons, and resort to active methodologies: taking
advantage of the own students' experience, real objects' analysis, like works of art, technical
trips, and can be faced as an element of reflection and theoretical deepening.

deepen their knowledge on Portuguese History of Art and Heritage in a way that, critically and
autonomously, could answer more adequately to the multiple demands and requirements of]
professional activity in constant change.

The class organizes articulating theoretical, theoretical-practical and practical lessons. The
theoretical lessons are mainly expository, with audiovisual support, and should be looked as an
element of reflection, criticism and theoretical deepening.

The practical and theoretical-practical lessons will be geared up from the didactic unities in the
program, to resort to active methodologies and to visits to museums and cultural places: use of]
the own students' experience, analysis and study of real artistic objects, research together that,
after a intra and inter groups discussion, will be presented in class or in loco, visits to specific
exhibitions, analysis and practice of some itineraries, contextual analysis of Cultural Heritage
and comparison/understanding with other Cultures and other Cultural Heritages, as examples.
