This will consist in different activities that aim at
fostering the development of students' oral communication skills (in class debates, dialogues,
role-plays, etc.), as well as their writing skills in different language registers and

contexts. Furthermore, students will also develop two oral assignments (individual and group),
one of them preceded by a written plan.
