Partindo de um modelo de trabalho psicossociol6gico a UC aborda a complexidade do
fendmeno do lazer nas sociedades contemporaneas, onde a pés-modernidade e a
modernidade liquida coexistem promovendo a pluralidade e a subjetividade da experiéncia
turistica. As consequéncias da globalizacao sobre as identidades e o individuo, as no¢des de
desdiferenciagéo, experiéncia turistica e de autenticidade, serdo debatidas e refletidas
criticamente nas suas dimensdes socioldgicas e, também, psicoldgicas, discutindo-se a
motivacao para as praticas de lazer e o seu contributo para a transformacao pessoal, a saude
e bem-estar humano.




Psicossociologia do Lazer organiza-se alternando aulas expositivas e tedricas com exercicios
praticos e apresentacao de estudo de casos, a fim de fomentar a capacidade de debate e de
intervencdo em temas criticos para o dominio profissional dos discentes.

6.Learning Outcomes of the curricular unit

Starting from a psychosociological working model the CU addresses the complexity of the
leisure phenomenon of contemporary societies, where Postmodernity and the liquid modernity
coexist promoting plurality and subjectivity of the tourist experience. The consequences of
globalization on identities and the individual, the notions of "dediferentiation”, "tourist
experience" and "authenticity”, will be debated and reflected critically on its sociological
dimensions and, also, psychological, discussing the motivation for leisure practices
andcontribution to personal transformation, human health and well-being.

Leisure Psychosociology is organized in lectures alternating with practical exercises and
presentation of case studies, in order to foster the ability to debate and intervene on critical
issues to the students professional domain.

9.Demonstracao da coeréncia dos conteltdos programaticos com os objetivos de
aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Os conteudos programaticos estédo estruturados em dois dominios, consubstanciados através
de uma dinamica tedrica-pratica que permite um tempo de aprendizagem/assimilacédo
necessario a aquisicao das competéncias: a) definicdo de variaveis e conceptualizacéo tedrica
no campo da psicosociologia do lazer e, explicacao de modelos de trabalho; b) demonstracéo
desses modelos segundo a metodologia de estudo de caso e através de intervencdes e
debates, individualmente e em grupo, a realizar em sala de aula.

10.Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricula unit's learning objectives

The contents are structured in two areas, embodied by a theoretical-practical dynamics that
allows for a time of learning/acquisition of the competences required for the assimilation: a)
definition of the variables and conceptualization theoretical in the field of leisure and
psychosocioly, explanation of working models; b) demonstration of these models according to
the methodology of case study and debate, both individually and in groups, to be held in the
classroom.

11.Metodologias de ensino (avaliacao incluida)




A UC esta organizada em catorze sessdes de duas horas cada. O modelo de
ensino/aprendizagem baseia-se: na exposi¢do das matérias que constam dos contetdos
programaticos por parte do docente (5 sess@es); na apresentacao e comentario, em grupo e
pelos alunos, de artigos cientificos relevantes na matéria (7 sessfes); na realizacao de
exercicios individuais de visualizacdo e de expressao grafica (1 sesséo).

O sistema de avaliacdo continua da UC é constituido por um teste individual, a realizar na
Ultima aula (ponderacéo de 60% da classificacao final) e pelo trabalho de grupo efectuado em
sala de aula (ponderacao de 40%).

O desenvolvimento de cada um dos parametros indicados nesta FUC é complementado em
documentacgdo/guides proprios mais detalhados e de consulta obrigatoria.

12.Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The UC is organized into fourteen sessions of 2 hours each. The teaching/learning model is
based on: expound of the substances contained in the syllabus by the Professor (5 sessions);
presentation and comment by students of relevant scientific articles on the subject (7
sessions); in the realization of individual exercises and visualization with graphic expression (1
session).

The continuous evaluation of the UC system consists of an individual test, to be held in the last
class (weighting of 60% of the final mark) and by the group project carried out in the classroom
(40%).

14.Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the
learning outcomes

The teaching methodology used at UC is theoretical-practical. Classes derive from dialogue
mode, encouraging student participation through the placement of questions and the sharing of
personal experience.

This is combined with the professional field, in order for the students to obtain skills of debating
tourist experience and authenticity, beliefs and motivations associated with the way in which
individuals fill personal time in order to: recognize motivations for leisure; identify leisure needs
depending on the customers ' life cycle; Learn to intervene individually and in groups using
specific methodologies; Learn to work in multidisciplinary teams; enhance the personal
development field in order to intervene autonomously and creatively. In order to stimulate a
reflective component, and empower the thought-action connection, students present and
discuss in groups at the classroom the following scientific papers:¢,
